MLA Style 
 
This brief guide illustrates common types of citations using MLA format.  Many kinds of sources are not covered in 
this guide so it is strongly advised that you consult the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers for complete 
information.  Chapter 5, "Documentation: Preparing the List of Works Cited," is particularly helpful as it contains 
examples for citing a variety of sources.  The MLA Handbook (R 808 G437MH 2009) is available in the reference 
collection and at the circulation desk on the first floor of the library.   Though MLA Style dictates that the Works Cited 
Page should be double-spaced, examples here are single-spaced to preserve space. 

 

Parenthetical Documentation 
  
Insert the surname of the author and the relevant page number(s) in the text at the appropriate point. 

 
Author's Name in Text:  Tannen has argued this point (178-85) 

Author's Name in Reference: This point has already been argued (Tannen 178-85)

Author's Name.  Title of Book.  Publication information.  Print. 

 

Single Author:

Two or More Authors:  (Note that only the first author's name is inverted last name, first name) 

Eggins, Suzanne, and Diana Slade.  Analysing Casual Conversation.  London: Cassell, 1997.  Print. 

 

Basic Periodical (Journal or Magazine) Article Entry:   

Author's name.  "Title of Article."  Publication information.  Print.

1096-103.  Print. 

 
Magazine Article:
